Digital Imaging & Preservation Services For Libraries: KM and All That Jazz!

Earlier this year I attended the Amigos & OCLC Digital & Preservation Services program held at the Arizona State Capitol in Phoenix, AZ. OCLC Senior Library Services Consultant Ron Glass, together with Senior Amigos/OCLC Representative Ramona Madewell, demonstrated the capabilities of digitization for archiving and preservation in libraries.  Nutshell translation: knowledge management (KM).





My immediate reaction when the advertisement came over my desk was that it was another short-term solution to a never-ending problem. I could be heard chanting “Fiche Forever!” in the stacks. I wasn’t falling for that one again! We all know that CD really stands for “crikey device” and as technology moves forward we spend mega portions of our budgets keeping up with the Joneses and thanking users for their continued patience.  I was still intrigued by the promise of future technologies and their use in libraries to transform media and better manage alternative formats of information.





Amigos and OCLC are working together to provide today’s technologies in formats for tomorrow’s libraries. Digital and Preservation Resources Centers (DPRs) have expert staff who are able to work with you to provide a source for digitizing projects. They can digitize from paper, microfilm or fiche. Other than turning your dusty old fiche collection into a search accessible format, OCLC has additionally collaborated with Olive Software (� HYPERLINK "http://www.olivesoftware.com" ��www.olivesoftware.com�) to produce online accessibility to old and new newspapers in their original printed format. 





PROS & CONS:





The advantages? “Life cycle management” will move us forward automatically as technology changes. Your digital archives will change and always be available in the latest and greatest.  No more changing formats every five years or staying with the original dusty fiche from yesteryear.  Also, special collections can be cataloged and put to practical use directly from online catalogs. Catalogers note: the “digital archive link” for the URL address is 856. I envision links to large state legislative histories we don’t want to revisit a second time or internal firm work product files that are currently stored in fiche format with a dated search engine.





Disadvantages? Cost and Copyrights! What else? You are responsible for obtaining copyright approval from whatever resource you are archiving.  Insert the Copyright Clearance Center here! Another problematic factor is cost. In spite of funding by a grant from the National Endowment for the Humanities,  “it don’t come cheap!”  As all libraries go through reduced budgets and increases in online subscription fees the costs for an individual library to venture out on their own is voluminous. Membership helps, and if you can categorize membership in a special disaster preparedness effort you may have special budget dollars available.  The more FTE’s (Full time employees) you have the lower the cost as well. This is unfortunately, another negative for the library faced with reduction in staff. Other solutions might be to work through a consortium or co-op with other libraries to seek group funding. OCLC has a grants office that will assist you in writing effective grant proposals. 


 


WHAT NEXT?





Knowledge management seems to be the term-of-art for this current wave of technology innovations, and additional vendors are jumping on the bandwagon quickly. The collaboration of AMIGOS and OCLC is only one of many now available in the marketplace.  Since this program Westlaw and Lexis have also launched their KM products.  Stay tuned as we look forward to more informational promotions with other adaptive system solutions in the future. Hopefully, costs will come down to a manageable level. But as we in library-land know all too well,  “Technology. No Place for Wimps!”  (Scott Adams, Dilbert)

Constitution and Bylaws Changes





Proposed Constitution and Bylaws changes were distributed at the November meeting.





Basically, the changes are either cosmetic or minor; e.g., in the Constitution the suggestion is to add “(AALL)” after “American Association of Law Libraries”.  Changes in the Bylaws correct some punctuation, and add a few clarifying terms; e.g., as to who may designate institutional members: “librarian” is changed to “head librarian” and then “head librarian” is defined (anyone who is head of the library no matter what his or her title).  All the membership categories have been regularized so they follow the same pattern.  And, a list of dates for nominations and/or elections (the style of “the first of the month, three months prior to the . . . .” may be accurate, but it’s hardly clear.  The dates are not added as a “bylaw” but as an example.  None of the changes are substantive.  Copies of the changes can be obtained from the Constitution & Bylaws Committee.
