The State Law Library as part of the Law and Research Library at the Capitol





This spring marks the first anniversary of the State Law Library’s relocation as a strong collection of legal materials housed within Arizona’s State Capitol at 1700 W. Washington.  The integrated Law and Research Library offers unparalleled opportunities to research Arizona and federal legislative history and law.  Now within the State Library’s Law and Research Library, the Law Collection includes Arizona current and historical legal resources, other states’ case law and statutes, and federal law materials.    





The Law Collection at the Capitol is the place to turn first for prior versions of the Arizona Revised Statutes and state regulations in the Arizona Administrative Code.  Researchers are also able to examine and print records from Arizona Supreme Court and Court of Appeal cases.  The largest collection of Arizona state reports and publications, legislative bill files, and the 130 or so Arizona newspapers available (some dating back to territorial times) can supplement Arizona legislative history research and strengthen a background of legislative intent shown by the statutes.    





Other legal resources of the Capitol’s Law Collection include the complete set of regional and federal reporters (include administrative law reporters such as the US Tax Court Reports), other states’ attorney general opinions, and selected Shepard’s citators.  Analysis of federal law and legislation has become easier as well, since the Law Collection is now part of the Law and Research Library, a regional depository.  Congressional hearings, serial set documents, statistical reports and publications from such agencies as Agriculture, the State Department and the IRS are also available at this location.  





The Law and Research Library invites attorneys, information professionals and researchers, and the public to visit the Law Collection in its new location at the Capitol.  Call (602) 542-3701 and ask to arrange a group tour.  Tours can focus on one or more parts of the collections and be tailored to participants’ time and interests.
