Article VI. Voting on Amendments . . . .





	Section 3. Constitution or By-Laws Revision





	The Constitution & By-Laws Committee is empowered to make minor corrections and/or changes (such as corrections of spelling, punctuation, grammar, and style) to the Constitution and By-Laws as long as the Executive Board is notified first and that such changes are minor and do not make any significant or substantive change in the Constitution or By-Laws.  Upon notification, Executive Board shall allow the Constitution & By-Laws Committee changes to go through or return them to the committee for further consideration.  





Rationale and explanation





This basically allows the C&B Committee to correct spelling errors, punctuation errors, and such as long as it lets the Executive Board know first.  The changes do not take place until after the Executive Board has had a chance to reject them; accepting the changes requires no action by the Executive Board.  





For example, this would also allow the C&B Committee to make minor changes without having to have an actual amendment for such a change since as long Executive Committee is notified and approves.  Several other AALL Chapters have similar provisions.
