The bill requires apublic library to discloseto alaw enforcement
officer, upon request, records from surveillance devicesif the officer isinvestigating criminal con-
duct that occurred at the library. On October 31, 2007, the bill was sent to the Governor for action.

AALL has suggested that all AALL members call or e-mail members of the House Subcommittee
on the Legidlative Branch urging the Subcommittee to fully fund the Government Printing Office's
fiscal year 2008 appropriations request, which isincluded in S. 1686, “ L egislative Branch Appro-
priations Act, 2008.” AALL isconcerned about funding for the Federal Depository Library Pro-
gram in particular.
