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LAW LIBRARIANS

Law librarians are information professionals who provide superior and cost-effective legal, business and general research to the legal community.  Law librarians work in many settings including academic, private and court law libraries.

A law librarian:

· Provides expert reference, research, and information analysis services;

· Offers instruction in legal research and resources;

· Evaluates electronic and print materials for utility and cost- effectiveness;

· Fosters relationships among libraries to promote resource- sharing; and

· Manages library operations to further the strategic plans of the larger organization.

As a matter of professional commitment, law librarians keep pace with the rapid changes in information availability, delivery and technology.  In this time of transition, a skilled law librarian can be an especially effective member of the legal services team in the private law firm setting, and an equally invaluable member of the organizational team in all other settings.
