‘Lorraine A. Kulpa, Edltor of. the Law. lerary :
Journal, informed us that the May:.1977 issue of the
Law lerary Journal will be devoted exten51vely to
the copyraight problem. Julius Marke wrote the lead -
article. Melinda Golub covered the problem of library
copying of non-print material. ZLuciana Chee compiled
an annotated bibliography.on how to research copyrlght
law., Be sure to watch for thls 1ssue. _

The Copyrlght Office 1ssued an advance notice of
‘proposed rulemaking in the March 30, 1977 Federal
Register (pp. 16838-39) concerning a warning of copy-
right for use by libraries and archives. = Both section
108{(d) and 108(e) of the new copyright law (PL 94- 553)
specify as one of the conditions a library must meet in
order to make a copy, that the library must display:
promlnently, at the place where orders are accepted
"a warning of copyright:in accordance with reguirements -
that the Reglster of Copyrxghts shall prescribe by-
regqulation."™ This same warning must be included also
on the library's photoduplication order. form.

_ Before prescribing such a warning by regulation,

. the Register of COpyrightsgissued this advance notice
"to &licit public comment, views, and information which
will assist the Copyright Office in. con31derlng alter- -
natives and formulating a tentative regulation to be
later issued as a proposed rule for additional comment.”
Initial comments should be received by the Copyright '
- 0ffice (Office of General Counsel, Copyright Office,
Library of Congress, Washington, D.C. 20559) on or
before May 6, 1977. There will then be ‘an additional
period in which people may review initial comments
received (by v151t1ng the Copyright Office or by arrang~ -
ing to receive copies from that Office} and submlt o
"reply comments“ on. or before May 23. - :
