The program committee i s  a t tempting t o  promote 
a t tendance a t  meetings bv o f f e r i n a  a f r e e  dinner  t o  t h e  f i r s t  t h r e e  
r e g i s t r a n t s  f o r  t h e  A p r i i  meeting: The Program Committee h a s  a l s o  
scheduled a t o u r  of West Publishing Company f o r  May 23rd, and a p i c n i c  
on August 12th .  Renee is d i s t r i b u t i n g  a survey concerning i n t e r e s t s  
and suggest ions  t o  he lp  i n  planning the  1 9 7 8 / 7 9  programs. 

The P u b l i c i t y  Committee has  taken t h e  burden of correspondence 
o f f  t h e  o t h e r  committees. Aside from t h i s  they have publ ished a 
handout promoting law l i b r a r i a n s h i p  and MALL's placement s e rv i ce .

This k ind  of da t a  should b e  u s e t u l  t o  MALL 
members, e s p e c i a l l y  when dea l ing  wi th  management. Data s h e e t s  should 
be d i s t r i b u t e d  during t h e  summer. 

MALL has  been represented a t  t h e  Minnesota Statewide Library 
Serv ices  Forum by Ron Cherry. A t  MALL's Apr i l  meeting we w i l l  vo t e  
on t h e  acceptance of t h e  Forum's cooperat ive  proposals  including 
shared Newslet ters ,  j o i n t  ca lendars ,  and r e c i p r o c a l  f e e s .  Please  
consider  t h e s e  proposals  and be prepared t o  vo te  on Apr i l  11 th .  
I t  i s  hoped t h a t  t h e  Forum's statement concerning l i b r a r i e s  f o r  t h e  
Governor's conference w i l l  be completed by the  meeting so t h a t  a vo te  
f o r  approval  may be taken a t  tha t - t ime  a l s o .

USE OF WESTLAW AND LEXIS GAINING -- -- 
Computer-assisted l ega l  research i n s t a l l a t i ons  a r e  appearing 

i n  more and more Minnesota law firms and l ibrar ies . .  A March 1 
count l i s t e d  WESTLAW i n  three Twin Ci t i es  firms, as w e l l  as  the 
Hennepin County Law Library, the  Minnesota Supreme Court and the 
o f f i ce  of the  Attorney General. LEXIS subscribers include three 
area law firms, a large  corporation and the  Hennepin County Law 
Library. The University of Minnesota Law Library plans to add 
LEXIS in  the  near future f o r  the  use of i t s  facul ty  and students.  

The Hennepin County Law Library has had WESTLAW since April 1, 
1977. The i n s t a l l a t i on  of the terminal was made possible by a 
federa l  grant from the Law Enforcement Assistance Administration. 
Under the terms of the  grant f i r s t  p r i o r i t y  i n  use of the terminal 
goes t o  members of the  Hennepin County criminal j u s t i ce  system. 
Attorneys i n  pr ivate  pract ice i n  Hennepin County may a lso  access' 
the system. During the past 12 months, 125 criminal j u s t i ce  per- 
sonnel have been trained i n  the use of WESTLAW, as wel l  as over 
400 attorneys i n  pr ivate  pract ice.  An attempt i s  being made to 
evaluate the  cost  effectiveness of computer-assisted legal  research 
by. comparing the time spent and the r e su l t s  obtained researching 
a problem manually and a t  the  computer.
