   Jeanne Korman and I worked over the Summer to 
draft a policies and procedures document concerning 
the SFALL Treasury.  Jeanne has also outlined a 
proposed annual budget for SFALL.  Work on 
policies and procedures will be ongoing in 
connection with a view toward drafting additional 

similar policies and procedures documents regarding 
the responsibilities of the other Officers and the 
Committees.  Restructuring is not the goal here, but 
rather a documenting of what already exists and then 
reviewing any areas which need to be changed or 
revised. 
 
   Robin Schard has been busy updating the SFALL 
web site with all of the changes that the new year 
brings – new Officers and Committee Members, and 
job changes with new contact information for some 
members .   
 
   The Placement Committee continues to be chaired 
by Sheryll Rappaport. Mark Plotkin, and Susan 
Parker are the members of the Membership 
Committee.  It would be beneficial if more outreach 
can be done by these two committees in order to 
increase SFALL membership and to locate people 
who may want to learn about and join SFALL. 
 
   We have a newly formed Government Committee 
for which Barbara Brandon is the Chair.  Hopefully, 
Barbara can keep SFALL apprised of governmental 
matters which are of interest to Librarians and those 
which may have an impact on our profession. 
 
   Wanda Gozdz is the Chair of the Bylaws 
Committee.  Since membership dues provide the 
financial foundation upon which SFALL rests, it is 
essential that we follow up on the recent amendment 
regarding the dues increase and determine a new 
amount for the annual dues, in order to maintain the 
level of activity, programs, and events that we have 
enjoyed in the past.

However, this 
important job should be one that is ongoing 
in an effort to prepare ahead for a smooth 
ballot process, voting, and leadership 
transition.
