management and recycling, which diverted
more than 500 tons of materials from
landfills. The design team also made certain
that a recycling program was integrated into
the Wise Law Library itself. 

But the designers’ greatest accomplish -
ment, in their view, was the challenge of
converting the huge spaces of a building 
for 750 students into a law library where
students love to learn, study, and just hang
out. 

“Colorado students want natural light
and small comfortable spaces where they
can hang out for extended periods of time,”

explains Childress. “So, we created lots of
nooks and crannies. We also chose colors
that create a sense of comfort and home, 
as opposed to more institutional hues. 
We even added a skylight into the lower
floor to assure natural daylight there.”

He concludes, “Because law students
spend most of their time in the library, they
not only need convenient access to the
library’s collection and faculty, they need a
‘home away from home.’” ■

with a post-picnic stop at the Maryhill Art
Museum, is an unforgettable experience. 

In the Columbia River Gorge
Recreation Area (35) there are museums,
parks, waterfalls, petroglyphs, dams, water
sports (try windsurfing if you’re really
brave), sternwheelers, and points of Oregon
Trail history. You can drive from Portland to
The Dalles in less than a day, but try to take
longer if you can.  

The Just Plain Fun
No trip to Oregon would be complete
without a cruise down one of our
magnificent rivers on a Sternwheeler (36).
If you’re from one of those other great states
that have big river cruises, then you can
probably skip this one. For the rest of you,

the Columbia Gorge Sternwheeler will show
you sights you never could have imagined
you’d see, such as Native American tribes
fishing off platforms as they’ve done for
centuries or the famous Bridge of the Gods.   

The coolest thing about the Oregon
Sand Dune Recreation Area (37) is that
there is no limit to the amount of things a
family can find to do. From four-wheeling
to horseback riding, the adventures are
endless. There are also guided “tours”
conducted in huge dune buggies, bouncing
over the dunes and providing visitors with 
a geologic history about the formations.

Have you ever been spelunking? Well,
you don’t need to be a spelunker to enjoy
the Oregon Caves National Monument
(38). It features family focused tours that
allow you to explore a marble cave, hike
trails through ancient forests, and visit 
the widest girthed fir tree in the state.

With more than 50,000 acres of lakes,
lava beds, and spectacular geological
formations, the Newberry National
Volcanic Monument (39) is worth a trip in
itself. It’s the thing that you want to make
sure you don’t miss if your travel takes you
to Central Oregon (see our notes on Bend). 

Last, but certainly not least, you have 
to go camping while in Oregon. More
specifically, you have to camp in a yurt.
What is a yurt you ask? Well, you’ll just
have to plan to stay in one while you’re
visiting Silver Falls (40) and find out for
yourself. Silver Falls, by the way, was voted
the number one favorite camping
destination by Oregonians this year.  ■
