D.C’s subway system, the Metro,
is the easiest way to get around.
The base fare is $1.10. Metro
farecards can be purchased at
the AALL Store and at each
Metro entrance. Metro is open

from 5:30 a.m. to mldnlght on

weekdays and 8:00 am. to
midnight on Weekmds

Taxi fares i m D. C are based on

a zone system rather than a
meter. Basic rates are $4.00 for
one zone, $5.50 for two zones
and $6.90 for three zones. There
is a $1 surcharge for rush hour

-and a $1.50 surcharge for each
extra passenger.

Airports

National Airport (DCA)
http://www.metwashairports.

National is located in Virginia, four
miles south of downtown. A recently
renovated airport terminal connects
directly to Metrorail, the area’s rapid
transit system, on the Concourse
(Level 2) of the New Terminal. The
Metro takes about 20 minutes to
reach the convention center area.

Dulles is located in Virginia, 26 miles
west of Washington. Bus, shuttle,
and taxi service is available to the
downtown area.

Bus, shuttle,
taxi, and train service is available to
the downtown area.

Flyer also connects Dulles to the West
Falls Church Metrorail station with
half-hourly service for $8.

Amtrak serves Union Station, located
a few blocks north of the Capitol.
Union Station is also a stop on the
Metrorail system. Washington is the
last stop on Amtrak's Northeast
Corridor line and is a major stop on
most routes from the south and west.

Metrorail

The Metro (http://www.wmata.com)
is the area’s rapid transit rail system.
Opened in 1976, it is one of the
country's cleanest and safest subway
systems. Trains run weekdays from
5:30 a.m. to midnight and weekends
from 8:00 a.m. to midnight. The base
fare is $1.10, but expect to pay a little
more during morning and evening
rush hour.
