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The USCA or United States 

Code Annotated is one of two 

annotated U.S. codes.  The 

other is the USCS or United 

States Code Service.  The 

difference is that Westlaw 

publishes USCA and Lexis 

publishes USCS. 

The code language itself is the 

same but the editorial 

commentary or annotations may 

differ.  Also resources 

referenced in the annotations of 

the USCA may differ from the 

USCS.
