SCCLL Grant for Court Solutions Conference in Baltimore available


The Self-Represented Litigation Network (SRLN) is participating in this conference on September 8-10th at the Baltimore Marriott Inner Harbor Hotel at Camden Yards.  This conference will mainly have Court Administrators from at least 20 states in attendance.   The conference will have three tracks of training:  

1. Self-Represented Litigation: Effective Practices for Courts Developing Key Elements of an Effective Interpreter Policy

2. Delivering Court Interpreter Services: Tools for Managing Interpreter Services Effectively

3. Survival by Service Redesign: Improving court services in the face of budget pressure.

The Law Librarian Subgroup of the Self-Represented Litigation Network will be presenting one of the 15 modules in the Self-Represented Litigation track.   The module is called “Supporting and Integrating Law Library Services for the Self-Represented.” 

At the SCCLL Executive Board meeting on Saturday, July 12th, the Board voted to extend one grant for attendance at this conference for a SCCLL member.   The grant is funded out of the Institute for Court Management Fund begun by Marcia Koslov in 2000 with proceeds originating from receipt of a 1994 West Excellence in Law Librarianship Award.   The ICM Fund was established to support SCCLL member attendance at seminars sponsored by the Institute of Court Management of the National Center for State Courts.    
Marcia describes some of the purpose for the Scholarship funds:  

 “I would like it to be spent on helping law librarians attend NCSC / ICM (specifically) events and seminars so that there is more interaction with court administrators, clerks of courts and judges on a court management level.   I believe this interaction is important for both parties:  for law librarians to understand other areas of the courts (jury management, court data, fiscal services, HR, etc) and for court personnel to understand the managerial aspects of running the law library.”

The grant approved will be for $1,600.00 and funds will be made available following the conference after receipts are submitted for travel, lodging and registration costs.
