2007-2008 SCCLL Trustee Development Committee Report
Committee members this year were Laureen Adams, Sharon Borbon, Kathy Coon, Donna Bausch, and Regina Smith. The trustee development committee’s charge was revised based on committee discussion, and SCCLL member feedback from the previous year. The revised Trustee Development Committee charge is:

· Identify existing Trustee members and solicit feedback from them on why they join AALL and/or attend annual meetings. 

· Work with the Technology committee to make sure there is updated content on our website that is relevant to law library trustees and librarians who work with library governing boards, committees, and library advocates. 

· Review the annual meeting program and compile a list of the programs and social events that would be of interest to VIP's and other invited guests. 

· Solicit a trustee to serve as counsel for the committee when a trustee viewpoint is sought. 

· Identify trustees who live near where the annual meeting is being held and extend a personal invitation to the trustee's luncheon and other relevant programming. 

· Submit one column to the SCCLL Newsletter about the work of the committee during the year. 

Only four libraries were identified as joining their library trustees as AALL members this year. AALL does not have a trustee category or keep track of how many members are library trustees. The Director’s of the 4 libraries were surveyed to find out the benefits of having trustees who are AALL members. Survey results were published in v. 34 Issue 1 SCCLL News 20 (Winter 2008).
An article with checklists for working with law library trustees was submitted to the upcoming SCCLL Resource Guide on Law Library Management for Public Law Librarians as part of our efforts to provide support and education on how to work with a Board of Trustees. The committee recommended adding a Trustee Tips section to the SCCLL website Toolkit including information about funding, governance, sample reports and descriptions of various libraries in our SIS. Members are encouraged to continue to submit content to our website that would be useful to others working with library boards and trustees.
New York Times Bestselling author Philip Margolin, Esq. will be the guest speaker at this year’s Librarian & Trustees Luncheon program on July 13, 2008. 50 people are registered to attend our luncheon program. Articles about Philip Margolin, who has also been selected as one of our sections VIP’s, have appeared in the last two issues of the SCCLL newsletter.  
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
