Law Library Advocate Award: 

Awarded to a law library supporter in recognition of substantial contributions toward the significant advancement and improvement of public law library service or visibility. 

Nomination Requirements: 

Any person who has had a significant influence on a public law library who is not a member of the law library staff. Examples of nominees include, but are not limited to, trustees, legislators, state/county/municipal officials, court managers, and judges.

Nominations will require a description of the actions that were taken by the nominee and how public law library service or visibility has been improved by these actions.
